The Wheels of Time Rod & Custom Jamboree includes over 1,500 street rods and custom cars, 1993 or older. Pre-registration for cars is open until July 15, 2024 and spaces are available. Day of show car registration is available at the show, however preregistered participant receive special merchandise. Visit our website for online registration and registration forms for additional details. Each vehicle is an individual creation representing American innovation and creativity and is a unique expression of performance and style by its owner. Coveted Wheels of Time awards are given each year to 20 participants’ cars at the show. A National Street Rod Association Vehicle Safety Inspections are also conducted free of charge during the show.

The street rod and custom car hobby is a unique part of American culture and draws millions of participants and spectators to events all across the country. The Wheels of Time Rod & Custom Jamboree is one of the largest all-volunteer events in the nation and each year approximately 10,000 spectators and participants attend the show. Over the past 20 years an average of $40,000 is given each year to local charities and the Wheels of Time scholarship program for young adults. To date, over $1,300,000 has been donated to local community organizations, including over 300 scholarships and hundreds of pints of blood have been given to the Miller-Keystone Blood Center.  Wheels of Time members have also provided countless hours of community support with cars for parades and events, volunteer hours at fire company, and support for those in need. 

Other show provides activities like Bingo, Women’s World, and entertainment for the kids. The huge flea market and crafts area have 150 vendors, plus dozens of cars for sale in our car coral. The beautiful Macungie Park offers a great selection of food vendors, you can cool off in the swimming pool, and a playground for the kids.     
  This year special events include a chance to play with baby goats provided by the Stimetz farms, the Soar animal rescue will have dogs on display. Friday, the Plowboys will have toy tractors for kids to have tractor pulls and the North Jersey Street Rods Association will hold their annual valve cover racing.
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You can watch live bands at the Wheels of Time Rod & Custom Jamboree.  The high energy rock and roll trio Ricky Smith and the Crush will be playing a variety of dance music from the 50s to today at the band shell in Friday night from 7:00pm to 10:00pm. On Saturday from noon until 3pm, thanks to Absolute Automotive for sponsoring Flight Risk, a powerhouse band known for  precision musicianship and spiritedness playing pop and rock music.  The Allentown Hobo Marching band will walking around entertaining the crowd on Saturday afternoon.  We can’t have the Jamboree without the crowd favorite rock and roll party band “Flamin Dick and the Hot Rods” will be entertaining at the band shell on Saturday from 7:00pm to 10:00pm.
The Ladies Auxiliary work hard all year preparing activities for the entire weekend for the participants. Attendees can participate in bingo, gift basket raffle, crafts and guessing games.  

The show opens each day at 7:00 AM.  The spectator gate admission is $10 and free if you are under 16 years of age. We ask that you bring a non-perishable food item to donate to local food banks, this will be greatly appreciated.
